Day 1: Cape Town — Private Game Reserve

We depart Cape Town early and make our way to the Garden Route. You will arrive in time for lunch
at Gondwana Private Game Reserve, before embarking on an afternoon game drive. Try your luck at
spotting the famous African wildlife, such as giraffe, zebra, rhino, or hippo, who live amongst the
beautiful coastal fynbos vegetation. In the evening, you can enjoy a relaxed dinner at the reserve
restaurant.

(Alternatively, enjoy a morning at leisure in Knysna, before returning to
Cape Town. This is about a 50 km / 1-hour shorter journey.)
